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the 4-letter name of an animated animal

Each of the theme entries (longest across answers) in the puzzle started with the name
of a Pac-Man ghost. The four ghosts are known as Blinky, Pinky, Inky, and Clyde (which
is hilarious if you ask me), but they also have other names, depending on where you
look. The Wikipedia page tells us that they're sometimes known by just their colors, or
the "nicknames" that were in the grid, but their true names are Shadow, Speedy, Pokey,
and Bashful.

If you think the same way | do, you might've seen Speedy, Pokey, and Bashful, and
thought to yourself "huh, | know those names from other animated characters!" That is,
Speedy Gonzalez, Pokey (friend of Gumby), and Bashful (from Snow White). A quick
Google search reveals that Shadow is also an animated character, a friend (or
nemesis?) of Sonic the Hedgehog. So where to go from there? A scan of the clues
reveals 4 of them that start with suspiciously accurate descriptions of our other
characters:

53-A: "Hedgehog home" : BURROW

67-D: "Mouse mover, to a developer" : USER
14-D: "Horse around, with "off"" : GOOF
66-D: "Dwarf __ (our Sunis one!)": STAR

The first letter of each of those entries spells BUGS, which is indeed the 4-letter name
of an animated animal - BUGS BUNNY!
